There is one word that separates the lost and the saved, one word that separates the unprepared and the prepared, one
word that separates the hell bound from the heaven bound. What is the word? Jesus gives us this one word in Luke 13:3
“I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.”

There is a word that has been dropped from our English vocabulary and it is the word repent. Yet, that word is found
969 times in the Bible. The first message Jesus preached was about repentance. In Matthew 4:17 Jesus said “From that
time Jesus began to preach, and to say, Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” In Jesus’ last message in Revela-
tion 3:19 He said “As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent.” So, Jesus’ first message
was to repent!! Jesus’ last messages was to repent!! I am convinced that if Jesus was to deliver a message today, it would
be the message of repentance.

The question is asked, why should I repent? Let me give you three very important reasons you should repent.
Number 1:  There is the command of Christ. Jesus said in Luke 13:3 that we must repent. The Bible said in Acts

17:30 God commands all men, everywhere to repent. The command of Christ is to repent. Repentance is not an option.
There is no possible way that you can go to heaven unless you repent. The rich man is poor unless he repents. The moral
man is wicked unless he repents. The educated man is a fool unless he repents.

Number 2:  There is the call of conscience which says you must repent. Do you know why you don’t have peace? Do
you know why you don’t have joy? You will never, never have peace and joy until you repent.

Number 3: There is the call of Calvary which says you must repent. The death of Jesus Christ is not worth anything
to you unless you repent. The blood of Jesus Christ will not save you, but it will condemn you unless you repent. Listen,
Jesus shed His blood for you, but in spite of that fact you must repent.

The question I want to ask every person reading this - have you repented? When you look back to the time you said
you got saved, did you repent? Do you know that you repented? If not, let me encourage you to repent and trust Jesus
Christ as your Saviour and Lord!!

This is the message that I am preaching week after week across the nation. Pray that God will continue to bless and
many souls will be saved!
