Maybe you buy something on
installment, you sign your name on a contract that you are going to pay your debt.  But then you forget about it.
Number 4: There are vows which we make at special services at church. We come to the altar and make
commitments to Christ.  Then a month or two later we forget about it.  But God has not forgotten it!!

We are to keep our word and our vows.  Perhaps you have made some promises to God.  Now is the time to start
living up to these promises.
